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Ankeny Community Schools: Update

As the Ankeny Community School District moves toward creating a two- high school system, the
District is utilizing several "transition committees" made up of community members, district teachers and
staff, and parents. Several weeks ago, the transition committee working on naming school facilities created
an online survey seeking public input. Included in this survey was a question asking whether or not the
name "Ankeny High School" should continue to exist once a second high school opens. The Alumni
Association's vice president, Brian Weatherwax, addressed the administration and school board at the Board
Meeting on March 1st; Brian reminded the board that it had passed a resolution almost exactly one year
earlier, stating that the first new high school building (set to open in 2011) would be named "Ankeny High
School" and would use the Hawk mascot, maroon and gold colors, and all AHS traditions. Brian asked that
the Board keep the AHS name with the new high school to be located near DMACC- - even when a second
high school opens on the north side of town in 2013. Subsequently, a second online survey was conducted
by the District; this second survey asked the public to vote for one of two sets of high school names: Option
A named the two high schools "Ankeny South High School" and "Ankeny North High School"; Option B named
the two high schools "Ankeny High School" and "Ankeny Centennial High School"- - "Centennial" in
recognition of the upcoming 100th graduating class from Ankeny Schools, which will occur when the second
high school is slated to open in 2013. The Ankeny Alumni Association sent email messages through class
recorders and encouraged alumni to vote. Thanks in part to a sizeable alumni voter response, on March
22nd, the Board of Education followed the superintendent's recommendation to name the second high
school "Ankeny Centennial High School"- - and to follow last year's resolution in keeping the first high school
named "Ankeny High School." Thus, a new building will house Ankeny High School (with the Hawk, maroon
and gold colors, etc.) in 2011; to date, plans call for another high school to open in 2013 that will house
Ankeny Centennial High School (with the mascot of a Jaguar and colors of silver/ black with maroon accent).

Roger J. Pieracci

Roger J Pieracci graduated from the Class of 1929.
He was born in the Ankeny community of Oralabor.
His name was changed to Roger Pierce during WWII
when he was working on secret military radar projects
for Motorola. His career spanned 50 years in
communications engineering and high technology
projects for Ocean- Space. He started as an engineer
and inventor, continued into engineering
administration, followed by founding his own
companies and acting as President and Chief
Engineer. He earned a BSin EEfrom lowa State in
1934, and did graduate work in communications
engineering at Ohio State University. He was
associated with Collins Radio Co., Harvard University,
Motorola Inc., Hawaiian Telephone Co., and the two
companies he founded: Hydro Space Systems
Company and Triad Technology Co. of Cedar Rapids.
He held 12 US patents in electronics devices and is
the inventor of the SEAFAC stable ocean platform. He
was honored as a Fellow of the Institutes of Hectrical
and Hectronics Engineers for his contributions to
manned space communications in the Mercury and
Apollo projects. One of Roger's proudest
accomplishments was when the Apollo flight to the
moon was near. Much to the despair of the engineers,
there was no bandwidth for TV pictures to be sent
back to earth. Roger determined a way to reduce the
bandwidth and still send a picture back. Because of
Roger, NASA and the TV audience saw the first step
on the moon by Neil Armstrong. Roger served as
chairman of the Salvation Army Advisory Board and
was on the Board of Trustees of Peoples' Church.

Tom Ellenberger DVM, Ph.D.

Tom Hlenberger DVM, Ph.D., was nominated to the
Ankeny Hall of Honor for his contributions to
medical research and teaching. The son of Jack and
Janne Hlenberger, Tom graduated from Ankeny
High School in 1977, studied at lowa State
University, and received his Doctorate of Veterinary
Medicine (DVM) in 1983. He received a Ph.D.
(Pharmacology) in 1989 from Harvard and, after a
brief apprenticeship at Harvard College, Tom
joined the faculty of Harvard Medical School as a
Professor until 2006, teaching medical and
graduate students and doing basic research. In
2006, Tom moved to Saint Louis, Missouri, where
he is the Head of the Department of Biochemistry
and Molecular Biophysics at Washington University
School of Medicine. His laboratory studies include
how the human body repairs damage to DNA, our
genetic material, which is caused by sunlight,
cigarettes, and other toxic compounds. Defects in
DNA repair processes can cause cancer and other
diseases, and this research could lead to more
effective treatments. Tom also teaches
Pharmacology (the science of drug action) to
medical students and is busy recruiting new faculty
members to Washington University. Tom notes two
important life skills that he learned in classes at
Ankeny High School: typing and automotive shop.
He spends a major part of every day typing on a
computer, and his favorite hobby is restoring
sports cars. Tom and his wife, Dr. Mary
Hlenberger, also a veterinarian, reside in Villa
Ridge, Missouri.
